If there are no Storms, just have 1 row in the “Active Tropical Cyclones” table and type “-” in the Storm column.  On the map, move number(s) onto the slide into the bubble(s) when there are areas of possible development.  The numbers are off the slide, just drag onto the slide and move as appropriate.  If there are no areas, just slide all numbers off the slide. 
Chance of Development - In the Areas of Possible Development table, for each row/Area you will pick the maximum category Low, Medium, High based on NHC’s outlook.  For example, if there’s a 20% (Low) Chance of Development in 2 days, but 50% (Medium) chance of development in 5 days, you would select Medium.  Once you have determined the category, copy/paste the appropriate color coded text box from off the slide onto the slide and place it in the “Chance of Development” cell.  If there are no areas, just ensure the “Chance of Development” cell is blank with a white background, deleting any text boxes as necessary that are on the slide.
