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Summary of the Upcoming Week

northern NM. 

• Marginal to slight risk of excessive rainfall leading to flash 
flooding across S OK, N/Ctrl/SE TX on Saturday and SE OK, AR, 
E TX, LA on Sunday.

• Monitoring for potential of minor river flooding across NE TX 
and LA this weekend.
