Flooding: Nuisance flooded expected for a
widespread area, or Minor flooding expected over
isolated areas

Tropical: A weak tropical wave expected to move
towards or near any coastline

Fire Weather: Red Flag Watches/Warnings and/or
SPC outlines enhanced or critical fire outlook

2-3 inches of rainfall expected over central
AL today and tonight; some minor (brief)
street flooding possible

Scattered severe storms possible, one or
two tornadoes expected, along with
reports of strong winds/wind damage and
