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r& Summary of the Upcoming Week

e Daily threat for excessive rainfall over NM burns scars through the week; highest
threat on Friday.

e Elevated heat conditions over E LA, E AR through Thursday.

e Elevated risk for wildfires across W OK, NW TX today.

e There is a low (20%) chance an area of low pressure could form in the central portion
of the Tropical Atlantic in a few days and a low (10%) chance an area of low pressure
southeast of Bermuda could develop further. No tropical impacts to FEMA 6 within
next 7 days.
