Severe thunderstorms will be possible across much of 
the Panhandles this evening and overnight. 
Thunderstorms will be conditional based on how much 
daytime heating we receive. If thunderstorms develop 
they could produce all modes of severe weather.

Strong winds develop again by Sunday afternoon 
across the Borderland. Expect winds of 30-40 mph with 
gusts of 50-65 mph. The southern desert areas 
(Hidalgo, Luna, Dona Ana, and El Paso Counties) will 
likely see some dense blowing dust and visibilities 
below one mile. Temperatures will be quite warm, some 
5-10 degrees above normal.



Hazardous Weather

A strong southwest wind is expected across far western 
portions of the area this afternoon. A High Wind 
Warning is in effect for the Guadalupes with a Wind 
Advisory for the remainder of Eddy County. Driving may 
be difficult in these winds, along with patchy blowing 
dust reducing visibility.
