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Summary

● Flash Flooding: Moderate risk (level 2 of 4) for burn scar/debris flow flash flooding in S 
NM today tomorrow; increasing to Major (level 3 of 4) Monday and Tuesday across all 
the burn scar areas. 

● River Flooding: Moderate/Minor river flooding in AR, TX, and LA. Trinity River at 
Liberty, TX is at Major flood stage. Homes in several subdivisions will be flooded.

● Tropical: Medium chance (50%) of development (AL91) into a tropical depression over 
the weekend across the Bay of Campeche. By Monday, AL 91 expected to move into 
eastern Mexico. Heavy rainfall will stay south of Texas…no impacts to FEMA 6.
