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e Flash Flooding:
o Slight risk (level 2 of 4) over OK and TX on Sunday and over AR, N LA and E TX on Monday.

e Severe Weather:
o Marginal risk (level | of 5) for SW-C TX Sunday; ETX & LA Monday.

e Winter Weather:
o Snow with minor travel impacts in N/W NM mountains above 8,500 Saturday and Sunday

e River Flooding:

o River flood potential for the TX Hill Country, the DFW Metro, Upper Sabine, and Upper Trinity in
W-Ctrl/N TX today and again Sunday into Monday. San Saba River at San Saba is expected to crest late
tonight/early Saturday morning at minor flood stage with minor lowland flooding along with secondary
roads and low water crossings flooded.

e Tropical Weather:
o Tropical cyclone activity is not expected in the next 7 days for FEMA 6.
