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e Flash Flooding:
o Next system will bring the potential for heavy rainfall Saturday over SE OK, ETX,AR and LA.
o Monitoring S LA for locally heavy rain on Monday.

e Severe Weather:
o Marginal risk (level | of 5) for severe storms in SETX,;W LA on Saturday.

e Winter Weather:
o Monitoring the potential for light wintry precip for portions of NM, NW/TX Panhandles, OK, Sun-Mon; AR
Tue.
m Slower system would favor more precip while a quicker would favor less wintry precip.
m Faster, weaker system currently looking like the more likely outcome, leading to less wintry precip
accumulation potential.

e Tropical Weather:
o Tropical cyclone activity is not expected in the next 7 days for FEMA 6.
