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e ‘Winter Weather:
o Arctic front is expected to bring much colder air through this weekend.
o Wintry mix of snow, sleet, or freezing rain across much of FEMA 6 today-Sunday.
m Major (level 4 of 5) impacts for portions of SE OK, C/S AR, N/NE TX, and N LA where .25-.5" of freezing rain
may fall late this evening through Saturday night. lce amounts locally over 1” in S AR, N LA.
m |-3” of sleet may fall just north of where the freezing rain occurs, locally up to 4”’. Red River Valley-Little Rock

likely to see mostly sleet.
m Travel impacts from weekend may linger into Monday for FEMA 6.
m Transition into Freezing Rain in Denton, TX mostly likely to happen at around 8-9 PM CT this evening, but could

start as early as 5 PM CT this afternoon.

e Cold Temps:
o Temps in OK and parts of AR drop below freezing Friday and don’t come above freezing until Tuesday or

Wednesday.
o Wind chills in OK and TX Panhandle drop down to (-15F) Saturday morning.
o Wind chills as cold as -15F continue Sunday and Monday morning.
o Temps begin to moderate Tuesday.

e Flash Flooding:
O Marginal risk (level | of 4) for flash flooding this afternoon/evening in CTX; and tomorrow in SETX, SW LA.
