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Summary
● Severe Storms:  

○ Enhanced risk (level 3 of 5) today in Ctrl-NE TX mid-afternoon and evening. Damaging wind 
(70+ MPH) and hail (2+”) could cause significant impacts for outdoor activities.

● Flash Flooding:
○ Slight risk (level 2 of 4) for Ctrl-NE TX today.

● River Flooding:
○ Minor to isolated moderate river flooding will continue through mid-week in S LA.

● Fire Weather:
○ Elevated to near critical fire weather conditions across E NM, W TX, W OK.

● Heat:
○ Above average temperatures in E NM, TX/OK Panhandles could lead to minor to moderate 

health impacts Tuesday through the end of the week.
