Hazardous Weather

Winds will quickly increase to sustained 25-35 mph after

sunrise. Gusts to 55 mph will be possible as well. Travel may

become difficult, especially for high-profile vehicles. Use

caution if traveling.

A strong, late season cold front will push westward across

much of the Borderland Friday morning, bringing gusty winds

and much cooler temperatures to the area. Winds will turn

east and increase to 15 to 25 mph most places. Along and

near the west slopes of mountains winds will increase to 25 to

35 mph with gusts as high as 50 mph. The winds will begin

diminishing in the afternoon.



Hazardous Weather

A Fire Danger Statement is in effect through this evening for

the yellow highlighted areas. Please avoid any outdoor

activities with sparks or open flames!

Strong winds are expected in the wake of a cold front across

the entire region this morning through this afternoon. The

strongest winds will be in the mountains where a High Wind

Warning is in effect, while a Wind Advisory covers the plains.

Blowing dust is also possible.



Hazardous Weather

A cold front will cross the area this evening and tonight with

scattered to numerous showers and thunderstorms expected

ahead of the front. A few storms could be strong to severe.

Winds will shift to strong northeasterly flow behind the front.

Gusts to near 40 mph will displace unsecured objects and

potentially result in limbs falling and disrupting power lines. A

Wind Advisory is in effect from 1 PM to 7 PM for northern

portions of South Central Texas.



Hazardous Weather

A Wind Advisory is in effect for Brooks, Hidalgo, Kenedy,

Willacy and Cameron Counties from 8 AM today through 1 PM

this afternoon. Expect strong South winds to develop from 25

to 35 mph this morning with gusts up to 40 mph.

A Flash Flood Watch is in effect for all of Deep South Texas

and the RGV from Friday evening through Saturday evening.

Residents of Deep South Texas should expect widespread

shower and thunderstorm activity starting Friday afternoon

and evening with the rainfall continuing throughout Saturday

and possibly into Saturday evening. Rainfall totals from

Friday evening through Saturday evening across Deep South

Texas will range from 1 to 2 inches with some areas receiving

from 2 to 3 inches of rain. Low- lying and poorly-draining

areas as well as urban locations could see flooding on roads

and streets.



Hazardous Weather

A line of strong to severe thunderstorms will continue to

move southeast across the area and may intensity during the

afternoon hours. After sunrise, the severe weather risk will

mainly be across Louisiana and portions of East Texas. The

risk for severe weather should end by late this afternoon as

the storms move off to the southeast. Damaging winds and

large hail will be the primary threats, but an isolated tornado

cannot be ruled out.

A cold front will push into the area towards the noon hour

bringing showers and thunderstorms area-wide. Some storms

may become severe. Highs will be 80 to 85. Southwest winds

of 10 to 20 mph with higher gusts will shift northwest behind

the front.
