L shift/F shift - Be concise!  Try to keep to 3 bullets or fewer, combining impacts as much as possible (e.g. “Isolated heavy rain/flash flooding possible for OK/N&E TX on Thursday-Friday and for AR/LA on Saturday-Sunday”).  
L shift/F shift - When there are multiple levels of hazards, focus on the highest impacts.  (e.g. If there’s a Moderate risk of severe storms over an area, just focus on that Moderate Risk area and perhaps the Enhanced risk area … don’t worry about Slight/Marginal).

L shift / F shift - Update any threats and color code appropriately by right clicking in each cell that needs updating and selecting the appropriate paint color (e.g. A Slight Risk of severe storms would be colored yellow, etc.).  Note: if No Weather Threats Expected the “sky blue” color is the 2nd blue column, 2nd row.
L shift/F shift – If you want to highlight 2 threat colors for a hazard (e.g. Enhanced Risk and Slight Risk of Severe Weather), then you need to split the cell into 2 rows.  Right click in the cell and select Split Cells… and change Number of Columns to 1 and Number of Rows to 2 and select OK and then color each split cell appropriately by right clicking into each cell and selecting the appropriate paint color.
L shift/F shift – For the text in each cell, if it’s only a small portion of the state that is included in the threat use compass directional abbreviations and the state abbreviation (e.g. “N-Cntrl&NE TX/SE OK”).  If all or most of the state will be impacted it’s ok to just put the state abbreviation (e.g. OK/AR/N TX/N LA).

An area of low pressure currently in the eastern Pacific off the coast of Central America/Southern Mexico may develop into a tropical depression this weekend and
then move slowly northward over Central America into early next week. This system may emerge into the NW Caribbean/southern Gulf of Mexico sometime late
next week. Right now, this is just something to keep an eye on over the next several days.

It’s important to not focus on any particular model run when assessing the long-range potential for tropical systems (especially ones that have not yet developed),
since potential solutions can show large variability from one run to the next, and confidence in any given scenario is very low at long time ranges. If a system were
to develop, it is too early to speculate on any potential track, intensity or impacts. All areas in and around the Gulf of Mexico should be monitoring for possible
tropical development as we begin hurricane season.

NO NEED TO UPDATE THE IMAGE, IT WILL AUTO UPDATE! 
NOTE:  If there are no “Areas of Possible Development” and/or no “Active Tropical Cyclones”, keep the tables for each, but just have 1 row that has “-” for the Area/Storm cell and clear out any text in the “Chance of Development” and “Potential Impacts to FEMA 6” cells and color code all cells white just so we don’t lose the tables.
NOTE:  If there is an Active Tropical Cyclone and we want to show the track forecast and other info for that storm on the next slide, ensure the “See next slide for more information” text is at the top of this slide.  If you do not want to show any storm info on the next slide, ensure this text is off the screen, do NOT delete it so we don’t lose it!
Here are guidelines for filling out the tables/map:
Area/Storm – For each area/storm that NHC is highlighting in https://www.nhc.noaa.gov/gtwo.php?basin=atlc&fdays=5 type in a corresponding number (1, 2, 3, etc.) in the Area column of the “Areas of Possible Development” table and/or a Storm name (Dolly, Edouard, Fay, etc.) in the Storm column of the “Active Tropical Cyclones” table, adding/deleting rows as necessary … and just leave the cell background white!  If there are no areas being highlighted, just have 1 row in the Areas of Possible Development table and type “-” in the Area column.  If there are no Storms, just have 1 row in the Active Tropical Cyclones table and type “-” in the Storm column.  On the map, move number(s) onto the slide into the bubble(s) when there are areas of possible development.  The numbers are off the slide, just drag onto the slide and move as appropriate.  If there are no areas, just slide all numbers off the slide. 
Chance of Development - In the Areas of Possible Development table, for each row/Area you will pick the maximum category Low, Medium, High based on NHC’s outlook.  For example, if there’s a 20% (Low) Chance of Development in 2 days, but 50% (Medium) chance of development in 5 days, you would select Medium.  Once you have determined the category, copy/paste the appropriate color coded text box from off the slide onto the slide and place it in the “Chance of Development” cell.  If there are no areas, just ensure the “Chance of Development” cell is blank with a white background, deleting any text boxes as necessary that are on the slide.    
Potential Impacts to FEMA 6 – For each Area in the “Area of Possible Development” table and each Storm in the “Active Tropical Cyclones” table, fill in the “Potential Impacts to FEMA Region 6” cell based on latest forecasts from NHC, WPC, WFOs/RFCs and color code with the “highest” threat based on the highest overall potential threat for each storm based on “threat matrix” from the previous slide (e.g. If wind threat is yellow, but flood threat is red, color the text box red).  Example text you might type would be something like “Areas of heavy rain/flooding along the Gulf coast” and you would color code it yellow if the WPC ERO is SLGT.  If there are no impacts expected for a particular area/storm, just type “None.” and color code light blue (same color as in the threat matrix for no impacts).  If there are no areas/storms, just clear out any text in this cell and color code white.

If impacts are limited to agricultural, secondary roads, etc. summarize that as best as possible (usually for minor to moderate).
