Isolated to scattered showers and thunderstorms are 

possible mainly along and north of a Rocksprings to San 

Antonio to Cuero line mainly this afternoon into evening. 

Isolated strong storms are possible with strong wind gusts 

the main threat. High temperatures will be up to 3 degrees 

above normal, ranging from the lower 90s in the Hill Country 

to near 101 along the Rio Grande.

Thunderstorms are possible this afternoon east of an 

Abilene to San Angelo to Ozona line.

Monday night, with lightning and gusty winds possible.

Showers and isolated storms will drift southward toward 

North Texas this morning. While widespread severe weather 

is not expected this morning, gusty winds of up to 40mph 

will be possible with decaying storms. Not all locations will 

see rain! Showers and isolated storms are forecast to 

develop ahead of a diffuse frontal boundary this afternoon.
