Thunderstorms will be possible across the Texas and

Oklahoma Panhandles mainly late this afternoon and tonight.

Some of the storms may become strong to severe with

damaging winds the main threat, however hail up to quarter

size cannot be ruled out. Locally heavy rainfall from the

stronger storms may occur this evening and overnight

tonight.

Showers and thunderstorms will continue across the

northern and western portions of the Panhandles this

morning. Another round of showers and thunderstorms will

move east out of New Mexico and southern Colorado later

today into the northwestern portions of the area.



Hazardous Weather

Thunderstorms will be possible across the area tonight. A

few storms could become strong to severe with damaging

winds and large hail being the main threats.

High pressure in the middle layers of the atmosphere over

Deep South Texas and the Rio Grande Valley will produce

limited cloud cover and hot temperatures during the

afternoon hours of today.



Hazardous Weather

The heat rolls on today under mostly sunny skies. Afternoon

heat indices of 110 to 114 will be common, with lower values

along the islands. Southeast winds will become breezy this

afternoon.

Mostly clear skies tonight with lows in the upper 70s inland to

the lower 80s along the coast. Isolated showers and/or

storms will be possible across the gulf waters and near the

coast after midnight.



Hazardous Weather

Hot above normal temperatures are forecast across southern

New Mexico and west Texas on Saturday. There will be a few

afternoon showers and thunderstorms mainly mountain

areas with mostly dry weather lower elevations.

Saturday will continue to be oppressively hot, with high

afternoon temperatures ranging from the upper 90s to around

105. Heat Index values between 103 to 115 will make the

afternoon feel even hotter. There is a low chance of storms

with gusty winds for the DFW Metro, western Big Country,

and a majority of North Texas. Skies will be mostly sunny in

the southwest during the morning hours, then will be clear

throughout the afternoon hours. Winds will be out of the

south around 5-10 MPH, with 15 MPH winds possible in the

northern counties.



Hazardous Weather

There is a heat advisory for the entire region starting at 1 PM

on Friday and lasting until 7 PM on Saturday. During the next

couple of days, temperatures in the afternoon will range from

the middle 90's to lower 100's, with heat index values in

ranging from 105 to 110.

A Heat Advisory is in effect for the Golden Triangle, Texas

Lakes Region and from Avoyelles Parish to Vernon Parish in

Louisiana from 10 am CDT through 7 pm CDT. Peak afternoon

heat indices of 108 to 112 degrees are expected. Please

practice heat safety.



Hazardous Weather

Showers and thunderstorms will be possible this evening and

night across much of the area. Some storms could become

strong to severe with strong gusts of wind.

Temperatures reaching into the triple digits for many this

afternoon. A few showers and storms possible over northern

Lea and Eddy counties.

A Heat Advisory is in effect through 7 PM Today for most of

West Central Texas. Very hot temperatures are expected

with highs between 103 and 106 degrees.

Very hot conditions will continue across West Central

Texas today. Expect near record temperatures of 101-106

degrees.



Hazardous Weather

Isolated strong to marginally severe storms will be possible

north of I-20 tonight. Overnight lows will be in the mid to

upper 70s.

A Heat Advisory is in effect Saturday from Noon until 8 PM

across portions of south central Texas. Hot temperatures

combined with humid conditions will produce dangerous

heat conditions. Within the Heat Advisory area, high

temperatures will be range from 100 to 105 degrees while

heat index values will be peak near 109 degrees. Drink

plenty of water, take frequent breaks outside, and try not to

be in the direct sun for any significant length of time.



Hazardous Weather

A Heat Advisory is in effect areawide through 7 pm Saturday

as afternoon temperatures will climb into the mid and upper

90s. When combined with the high humidity, heat indices will

range from 105-110 degrees. Those currently dealing with

power outages are particularly vulnerable and should make

sure to drink extra fluids, take breaks, and make

arrangements to find locations with air conditioning.

Rain chances will begin increasing late tonight, especially

near and to the northwest of the I-30 Corridor. Some storms

could be strong to severe north of the I-30 Corridor overnight

with locally heavy downpours as well.
