Minor coastal flooding is expected to occur through this

evening, mainly around times of high tide. Elevated water

levels may also occur across the Laguna Madre and South

Bay, and along State Highway 4 west of Boca Chica State

Park.

A weakness in the middle layers of the atmosphere,

combined with deep tropical moisture, will continue to

produce scattered showers and thunderstorms today. Heavy

rainfall is likely to be produced with many of the showers and

thunderstorms, leading to possible nuisance flooding in low-

lying and poorly-draining areas. Meanwhile, along the Lower

Texas Coast, mariners will experience favorable marine

conditions with generally light winds and moderate seas.
